· Targeted coaching of dance to specific teachers across KS1 & lower KS2.
· Payment to Active Education to allow the school to compete in a range of inter-school activities across the town.
· Attendance at a variety of sporting activities and competitions across the town, cost of travel to and from event and cost of additional staff to attend, ensuring health and safety requirements and ratios met.
